Under pressure, the Tory Cabinet has finally 
agreed to find the funding for a new leisure 
centre and pool in Ilford – but it may be a few 
years before work starts. We say this is not 
acceptable to Valentines residents! 
 
The Tory Cabinet also voted that improvements 
in the Borough should not be funded by selling 
off our allotments, but by selling off other land.

• Following concerns raised by local residents 
with Cllr Linda Eyre regarding anti-social 
behaviour and fly-tipping in Heron Mews, a 
permanent  CCTV camera is being installed  

• Fly-tipping and burnt-out cars cleared from 
garages behind Cranbrook College and 
Diabetes Centre  

• Fly-tipping cleared from York Mews 
• 20 mph signs have been installed on the

• New fence installed to stop fly-tipping in 
garages in Adelaide Road 

• New bins to be installed around the Ursuline

• Residents to be consulted via Area 
Committees regarding a Cumulative Impact 
Zone for the Cranbrook Road (from Ilford 
Station to Valentines Park) to allow licensing 
panels to start from the presumption that a 
licence will not be granted in designated 
areas.
